SECTION I: 

NOTICE INVITING TENDERS (NIT)  

NEIGRIHMS is a super specialty Medical Institution for Post Graduate education, research and patient care services. The Institutes Hospital in the permanent complex at Mawdiangdiang, Shillong-793018, presently has a capacity of around 500 beds.

The Institute desired to have pharmacy for operation, supervision, management and running of 24 (hrs) x 7 (days) Pharmacy/ Chemist stall within the Public Utility Block of NEIGRIHMS, Mawdiangdiang, Shillong -793018 by an agency having requisite experience. 
  Offers should be based in two- bid systems:– 

i) Technical and commercial bid. (Sealed Envelope-A)

ii) Price Bid (Sealed Envelope- B)
The bids should be two separate envelopes clearly superscribed in the sealed envelope as Technical Bid & Commercial Bid- (Envelope-A) & Price Bid - (Envelope--II). If the bids are not submitted separately, the tender will be automatically disqualified. The agency qualified in the Techno-Commercial Bid, will be called for consideration of Price Bid; the date for opening of Price bid will be notified and that will be opened in the presence of the agency/ representative, the agency should ensure their presence on the date notified, otherwise the tender committee would proceed further and the decision of the committee would be final and binding to the intending participants.   

1. Sealed tenders in two-bid system are invited by the Director, NEIGRIHMS, Shillong for operation, supervision, management and running of 24 (hrs) x 7 (days) Pharmacy/ Chemist stall (approximate area 596.21 square feet) and related terms and conditions.

2. Tender is to be duly signed on all the pages as a token of having accepted all the terms and conditions (no thumb impression is to be affixed).The tender document is deemed to be part of the contract agreement, once the selected bidder/agency is awarded the contract.

3. The contract for operation, supervision, management and running of 24 (hrs) x 7 (days) Pharmacy/ Chemist stall is valid for a period of two years from the date of award. It may be made clear that the said contract period may be extended on the option of the Director, NEIGRIHMS, if situation warrants, till the finalization of the next tender, if any. However, the Institute reserves the right to terminate the contract with one month notice. The above may be displayed in front of the Pharmacy.
4. That if the institute desires that it is not necessary to appoint agency for running of Pharmacy in public interest, the institute may not go for further tender on expiry of two years. It is made clear that the notice inviting tender shall not be the precedent for floating of tender in respect of the premises for all times.  

5. The terms and conditions of the tender and the agreement executed will be binding on the bidder/contractor/agency. This offer is being issued in accordance with the terms & conditions of NEIGRIHMS / Government of India and in the manner specified herein shall operate to create a specific contract between the agency (with whom the contract referred to) on one part and NEIGRIHMS, Shillong, on the other part.

6. Eligible Criteria:

· Chemist must hold valid license, as on the date of bid opening, in specified forms for various categories of Allopathic medicines /Medicinal drugs issued by the Drug Control authority of the State under the provisions of Drugs and Cosmetics Act, 1940. 

· The Chemist /Pharmacist must not have been convicted by the State Drugs authorities and no case should be pending under the Drugs and Cosmetics Act and Rules. 

· The Chemist must have the experience dealing in Medicine for last 2 years.

7. Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of Rs 13,800.00 (Rupees Thirteen thousand Eight  hundred only)  based on average reserved rental value during the contract period, in the form of Call deposit, or Fixed Deposit pledge in favour of Financial Adviser, NEIGRIHMS, Shillong, drawn from any nationalized bank, is to be enclosed with Techno-commercial BID ‘A’ (Un priced Bid). EMD of all unsuccessful bidders shall be refunded within the period of acceptance of tender. The Earnest money of successful tenderer shall be refunded on submission of Performance Security Deposits for a sum of Rs 2,00,000.00 (Rupees Two lakhs only), valid up to sixty days beyond the validity period of contract.
8. The agency should enclose attested copy of VAT/Sales tax registration, valid Drug License, PAN Number/Card, valid document regarding the existence and registration of the firm along with the with Techno-commercial BID/tender ‘A’ (Un-priced Bid). 

9. That the intended tender shall ensure that there is no tender has been submitted by the tenderer on behalf of other agency or the tenderer is not a partner or director of a firm that firm/ company has participated in the said contract. If subsequently on acceptance of tender it is found that the successful bidder is also one of the beneficiary of the intended firm that had participated in the said tender, award of contract would be stand terminated forthwith alongside the security deposits also be stand forfeited. 

10. A proof of ownership/partnership etc. shall be submitted along with verification of address, telephone & fax numbers.

11. No work will be allotted to Non-tribal Agency, Stockists, bonded warehouse, private carriage, cooperative societies etc except under a valid trading license issued by the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council, Shillong.

12. The agency has to give an affidavit duly attested by the Notary Public/ Magistrate First class (in original) on a non-judicial stamp paper of Rs. 10/= that   there   is   no   vigilance/CBI   case   pending against   the firm/supplier (Annexure: II).

13. The agency has to agree to all the terms and conditions, stipulated in the tender document, in this connection including service, penalty etc.  

14. The successful agency has to undertake to sign the rate contract agreement within 21 (twenty one)days from the issue of the letter of acceptance, failing which EMD/security   deposit   may be forfeited   and    name   may be removed from the list of contractor/suppliers at NEIGRIHMS, Shillong. The successful agency shall have to enter into an agreement with the Institute and the cost incurred in this connection, shall be borne by the agency.

15. In case the agency furnishes false information their tenders/ bids will be rejected and their security deposit/EMD will stand forfeited. 

16. At any time prior to the date of submission of bid, Director, NEIGRIHMS may, for any reason, whether at his own initiatives or in response to a clarification from a prospective agency, modify the bidding documents by an amendment. All prospective agency who have received the bidding document will be notified of the amendment in writing and the amendment shall be binding on them. In order to provide reasonable time to take the amendment into account in preparing the bid. Director, NEIGRIHMS, may at his discretion, extends the date and time for submission of bids.

17. NEIGRIHMS reserves all rights to make any changes in terms and conditions of the tender and also to reject any or all bids without assigning any reason thereof.

18. Settlement of disputes – Director, NEIGRIHMS or his authorized representative shall be the final authority in all disputes and decision will be binding on all concerned.

SECTION - II

 GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT 

General terms and conditions of contract for operation, supervision, management and running of 24 (hrs) x 7 (days) Pharmacy/ Chemist stall within the public utility block of NEIGRIHMS, Mawdiangdiang, Shillong-793018

1. All pages of the tender and related papers are to be duly authenticated by bidder (s) or authorized signatory on behalf of the company /firm.

2. Tenderer are to quote their rates both in figures and in words distinctly as per the format given in Annexure-I. No overwriting should be done. In case, the rate quoted in figures is found to be illegible, rates in words will be considered. 

3. The applicant should be Indian National.  The tenderer should have experience in dealing in Medicine. The applicant should al least be Matric pass or its equivalent examination recognized by the State/Central Government ( Certificate should be enclosed)

4. The Tenderer/ Bidders are advised to visit the proposed shop for the retail outlet before casting the tender. 

5. That the intended tender shall ensure that there is no tender has been submitted by the tenderer on behalf of other agency or the tenderer is not a partner or director of a firm that firm/ company has participated in the said contract. If subsequently on acceptance of tender, it is found that the successful bidder is also one of the beneficiary of the intended firm that had participated in the said tender, award of contract would be stand terminated forthwith alongside the security deposits also be stand forfeited.

6. The bidder/tenderer should engage a full time qualified Pharmacist with a diploma/degree from a Government recognized Institute (Recognized by Pharmacy Council of India). Details of the Pharmacist to be enclosed, failing which the tender will be rejected.

7. In the event of failure on the part of the agency to provide adequate service, then, necessary action will be taken by the management of NEIGRIHMS. If there is any complaint against the agency, the agency shall be afforded an opportunity to furnish explanation within 7 (seven) days. If the explanation is not satisfactory, the appropriate authority reserve the right to impose any penalty in addition to termination of contract and the decision of Director, NEIGRIHMS, Shillong shall be final and binding on the agency. 

8. The agency shall arrange & will be responsible for all clearances /formalities including drugs license from State Drug Controller for opening the chemist /pharmacy shop in the allotted space. 
9. Institute reserves the right, in future, at any point of time to create additional facilities for growing requirement of the Institute 

10. Selected agency shall be responsible for making available adequately qualified staff in sufficient numbers in the shop as per the provisions of Drugs and Cosmetics Act, 1940 & rules made there under. 
11. The bidder/contractor/agency hereby indemnify that the agency/bidder shall not represent to a third party during the currency of Contract/service provision in NEIGRIHMS, as a employee of NEIGRIHMS, Shillong and issue any identity card indicating any authority of NEIGRIHMS, Shillong .

12. The bidder/tenderer should have valid license from the Drug Controller of the State Government for running a drug store and should fulfil all the conditions necessary thereof. (Copy of license should be enclosed). Copy of Drug License issued by the competent authority shall be prominently displayed during operation of the pharmacy.
13. The Institute will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the bidder recommended for award was engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for this contract. 
14. The bidders/tenderer should have at least 2 (two) years experience in running a Pharmacy. They should submit the following:- 

a. Credentials of their business operations – The turnover in business should not be less than Rs 12 lakh (twelve lakh only) per annum. 

b. Audited Balance sheets and profit and loss account of last three years. 

c. Latest Sales tax Certificate. 

15. The prospective agency ensure that the rejection of tender without any reason will not be caused for any liability to the affected bidder or Bidders or any obligation to inform the affected Bidder or Bidders of the grounds for such decision. 

16. Bidder/firms whose Drug retailers’ license have been cancelled by the concerned authorities and for proceedings are pending in a Court of Law need not apply. 

17. Director, NEIGRIHMS, reserves the right to reject all bids documents without assigning any reasons. 
SECTION III
SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT
1. The pharmacy should stock routine and life saving drugs as per National List of Essential Medicine (NLEM) and Indian Pharma Copoeia from companies having a certificate. 

2. They should keep all essential medicines and drugs from good manufacturing companies as required by NEIGRIHMS.

3. The successful agency shall ensure that the agency is maintained that the stocks are not included as short expiry medicine. 

4. The successful bidder shall have to issue cash memo for sale of medicine on reflecting the Department including the prescribing Doctors. 

5. Certificate to the effect that the Pharmacy will fulfill all the criteria as per Pharmacy Act should be furnished and non-compliance/violate of this provision will automatically invite action as per regulatory authority. 

6. The Pharmacy should be open for 24 (twenty-four) hours and on all 7 (seven) days a week. The pharmacy/chemist shop will stock and provide of sufficient upgraded necessary medical stores. The stores available at the pharmacy should not be beyond the expiry date. 

7. The stores available at the pharmacy should not exceed the MRP declared by the Manufacturer. 
8. Successful bidders will have to submit a Performance Security of Rs 2,00,000.00 (Rupees Two lakhs only) drawn in favour of Financial Adviser, NEIGRIHMS, Shillong and valid up to sixty days beyond the validity period of tender. The Performance Security shall be in any one of the forms namely Account Payee Demand Draft or Fixed Deposit Receipt drawn from any Scheduled bank in India or Bank Guarantee issued by a Scheduled bank in India 

9. The business premises will be subjected to inspection by the Institute and other authorized officials. 
10. The successful bidder for his own interest should have to carried out the minor repairing, maintenance, establishment of shop like furniture /fixtures, stationeries, if required connectivity of telephone for proper communication and that will have to be met by the successful bidder/ party concerned. The Institute shall allow the successful bidder for painting and whitewashing without Modifications of the existing premises, subject to approval of the Institute. 

11. Penalty For Default:
· The firm will ensure availability of all medicines & surgical consumables at all times. In case of non-availability of any item, the firm will make arrangement immediately to procure the requisite item and provide the same within reasonable time to facilitate the patient care preferably an hour to the patient.
· In case the chemist fails to supply the prescribed medicines and other items, a penalty will be imposed which has to be decided on the merit of the complaint by the Competent Authority
· In case of prescription for specific brand of medicines and other items, the same shall not be substituted without consulting the concerned doctor/department. If any such case is noticed during random check / complain by the purchaser etc after the payment, then chemist will be penalized for Rs. 1000/-plus cost of the specific brand for each such default.
12. Performance Security is liable to be forfeited if selected Chemist:
· Fails to adhere to the terms and conditions of the contract.
· Supplies any sub-standard, spurious medicines, substituted medicine etc.

· Non – availability of common medicines / surgical consumables, etc.

· Over – charging i.e. not offering the pre determined discount.

· Non-payment of rent / any other dues.
13. The selected bidder should also abide by the rules and regulations of the local/ Government authorities and provisions of law. The bidder will have to manage the pharmacy/chemist shop and will not sublet the same failing which the contract will be deemed to be terminated. 

14. The bidder shall indemnify the Institute against all actions, suits, claims and demands brought or made against it in respect of anything done or committed to be done by the bidder in execution of or in connection with the work of this contract and against any loss or damage to the hospital in consequence to any action or suit being brought against the bidder for anything done or committed to be done in the execution of this contract. The bidder will abide by the job, safety measures prevalent in India and will free the hospital from all demands or responsibilities arising from accidents or loss of life, the cause of which is the bidder’s negligence. The successful bidder will pay all indemnities arising from such incidents without any extra cost to hospital and will not hold the hospital responsible or obligated. NEIGRIHMS may at its discretion and entirely at the cost of the bidder defend such suit, either jointly with the bidder or single in case the latter chooses not to defend the case.
15. That the successful tenderer shall have to vacate and handover peaceful possession on expiry of contract period. In any event, if the successful bidder intentionally and deliberately refused to vacate and handover the peaceful possession of the premises; the tenderer shall have to pay twice of the rent payable in respect of the premises occupied by him in addition to any others expenses shall be incurred to vacate the premises. 
16. That if there is any litigation for the default of tenderer and NEIGRIHMS become a necessary party in the court, the tenderer shall have to borne the expenses to be incurred for the same.      
17. Books of accounts, Store Accounts of Drugs and Medicines shall be maintained as per approved procedure.
18. In case of unsatisfactory performance with regard to maintenance of Chemist /Pharmacy stall as per subject name and description of work, schedule of work and terms and conditions of agreement pointed out during daily and periodical inspection by the concerned authority, the bidder/contractor will be penalized in each occasion /classification of deficiency as mentioned below would be final and binding on the bidder. The amount of fine shown in the table below would be imposed on each occasion against each deficiency in 24 hours.

19. If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever, which is not specifically stipulated in the General condition of contract/ special condition of contract and any differences has caused between the parties in connection with or arising out of the Contract, irrespective of whether during the currency of contract period or completion and/ or on termination, abandonment or breach of the contract, shall be referred to and settled by sole arbitration of the Director, NEIGRIHMS. The decision of the Director, NEIGRIHMS will be final and binding. The agency shall not have the objection to the effect that the Director of the Institute is one of the executor of the agreement and interested party.   
20. Books of accounts, Store Accounts of Drugs and Medicines shall be maintained as per approved procedure. 
21. That the successful tenderer shall have to maintain the books of account reflecting the every days transaction of purchase of medicine with batch Nos and date of manufactures and date of expiry.  
22. That on violation of any terms and condition of contract, the administration have reserves the right to terminate the contract without assigning any reason on short period of notice. 

23. In case of unsatisfactory performance with regard to maintenance of Chemist /Pharmacy stall as per terms and conditions of agreement is being pointed out during daily and/ or periodical inspection by the concerned authority, the bidder/contractor will be penalized in each occasion /classification of deficiency as mentioned below, for remedial measure ant that would be final and binding on the bidder/contractor. The amount of fine shown in the table below would be imposed on each occasion against each deficiency in 24 hours. If the said default is continued in that event the contract is liable to be terminated without notice.

24. That a notice board shall be displayed prominently by the bidder /contractor at a conspicuous position within the premises that any complaint regarding any Medicines being sold may be entered in the complaint book.

25. The NEIGRIHMS Administration shall have the right to terminate the bidder if in their opinion (which shall be final and binding on the parties), the bidder /contractor not conforming to the above conditions after being given due notice in respect thereof.

26. Successful party will have to pay the monthly electricity charges, as per consumption, on receiving the electricity bill from Engineering.

27. All electrical consumables like bulbs, tubes, etc are to be replaced by the party, in case they are damaged.

28. Successful party shall not be permitted to draw any electrical connections /extension, etc without obtaining approval from the Institute /Engineering.

29. Water taxes, if any, shall have to be paid as and when imposed by the Institute.

30. There shall be no structural damage to the premises.

31. Institute cannot ensure 24 (hrs) x 7 (days) electricity power supply. Party may install their own UPS, if required, to run their storage facilities with due intimation to the Institute.

32. The license fee for electricity and water charges may be subjected to review from time to time by the NEIGRIHMS Administration and the License fee may be increased, if required, and the bidder may be demanded by the NEIGRIHMS Administration at its sole discretion during the currency of contract on giving one calendar months notice in writing NEIGRIHMS Administration also reserves the right to enhance the applicable rates and water /electrical charges when necessary to do so and such charges shall be applicable binding recoverable from the bidder/contractor.

33. In case the bidder/contractor make /makes any default in the payment of the rent, tax or any other charges that may be due to the Administration for consequent three month, it will be cause for termination of contract and the Administration shall be at liberty to recover such rent or other dues from the said amount of security deposit, on forfeiting security deposits on termination of contract. The Administration of NEIGRIHMS shall recovered the damages if any and the balance if any shall be refunded and proceed to resume possession in a manner stipulated herein.

34. In case of bidder /contractor commit /commits any breach of this provision of this agreement or in the event of failure of bidder/contractor in payment of license fee, the bidder/contractor would be served with 7 days (seven days) NOTICE to take remedial action. On expiry of the period of 7 days notice, if the bidder/contractor fail to take remedial action, the Administration will have the liberty to issue 48 hours (forty eight) NOTICE of termination. On expiry of 48 hours notice period, the contract would be terminated. On such termination, bidder’s entire Security deposit available with the Administration will be forfeited. The contract will be terminated at “Risk and Cost” of the bidder/contractor under the provision of General Conditions of Contract.

35. That the agency shall be responsible for any tax, cess that are payable which may be imposed by the Administration of Central or State Government at any point of time, during the currency of contract.  

36. Any issue not specifically covered by the above shall be referred to the Director, NEIGRIHMS whose decision shall be final and binding. 

37. The Institute also operates its own internal pharmacy, for provision of essential drugs/medicines to the registered patient of the Institute, to which the bidder/lessee will not have any objection.

38. That if the institute desires that it is not necessary for appoint of agency for running of Pharmacy in public interest, the institute may not go for further tender on expiry of two years.
